5. RAJIV GANDHI NATIONAL FELLOWSHIP

The Rajiv Gandhi National Fellowship (RGNF) Scheme for Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes is
formulated and funded by Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment and Ministry of Tribal Affairs.
The scheme is open to candidates who belong to Scheduled Caste & Scheduled Tribe and wish to
pursue higher studies such as regular and full time M.Phil. and Ph.D degrees in Sciences,
Humanities, Social Sciences and Engineering & Technology. There are 1333 slots for Scheduled
Caste and 667 slots for Scheduled Tribe candidates every year for all the subjects. 3% fellowships
are reserved for the Physically Handicapped SC/ST candidates as per provision laid down by the
Govt. of India.

The Maulana Azad National Fellowship for Minority Students is formulated and funded by
Ministry of Minority Affairs. The scheme is open to candidates who belong to one of the

Minority Community i.e. Muslim, Sikh, Parsi, Buddhist & Christian and wish to pursue

higher studies such as regular and full time M.Phil/Ph.D. degrees in Sciences, Humanities,
Social Sciences and Engineering & Technology. There are 756 slots every year for all the
subjects. 3% fellowships are reserved for Physically Handicapped candidates belonging to

Minority Candidates as per provision laid down by the Government of India.

9. CENTRAL SECTOR SCHEME OF SCHOLARSHIP FOR COLLEGE AND UNIVERSITY
STUDENTS (CSSS)

RATE OF SCHOLARSHIPS:

The rate of scholarship is Rs.10000/- per annum at Graduation level for first three

years of College and University courses and Rs.20000/- per annum at PostGraduation
level. Students pursuing professional courses, in case, where the

duration of course is five (5) years/Integrated course would get Rs.20000/- per annum in
the 4th and 5" year. However, students pursuing technical courses such

as B.Tech., B.Engg would get scholarship up to graduation level.

National Scholarship Portal (NSP) www.scholarships.gov.in will be opened for online
application in the month of June-July every year.

Class Xll pass out students of the current Academic Year, who are above 80th
percentile of the respective State Education Boards (SEBs) are eligible under the
scheme and can apply on National Scholarship Portal (www.scholarship.gov.in), before
the cut-off date. Physical application would not be accepted.

The online applications would be verified at two levels: (i) By the Institute where the
student is studying. (ii) By the respective State Education Board.

Applicant is required to submit requisite documents, such as [ Class 12th mark sheet,
Income Certificate] to the Institute.

Application which is not verified either by the institute or by the concerned State
Education Board or by both will be treated as ,Invalid®.

Merit list as per the State allocated quota would be generated from the verified
applications.
